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State Board of Medicine Physician Vacancy
Announcement from PAMED President
The State Board of Medicine has a physician vacancy created by a second term completion of Ollice Bates, MD. The Pennsylvania Medical Society will be submitting nominations for that vacancy, and we are asking for your assistance in announcing it to your membership to solicit their interest in being considered.  Dr. Bates’ term was completed on November 20, 2010; however, he is eligible to serve for up to six months after his term or until a successor is nominated and confirmed. 

Membership on the Medical Board is by gubernatorial nomination and approval by the Senate.  The term commitment is for up to two four-year terms.  Physicians must have possessed an unrestricted license to practice medicine and surgery in Pennsylvania for five years immediately preceding their appointment.  There is no specialty or geographic requirements for nomination to the Medical Board.  However, obstetrics/gynecology (Dr. Bates) is the only surgical specialty represented within the six physician members of the Board, so a nominee practicing in a surgical specialty would be preferable.

The Board meets monthly (generally the fourth Tuesday of each month) in Harrisburg, and also includes periodic telephone conference calls.  The meetings typically begin around 9:00 a.m. and end by approximately 1:00 p.m.  Members receive $60 per diem when attending to the work of the Board, as well as travel, lodging, and other necessary expenses. To be considered for recommendation by the Medical Society for nomination, please have interested physicians submit a statement of interest and their curriculum vitae to Amy Green, Associate Director of Governmental Affairs at the Society, by no later than January 14, 2011.  The Board of Trustees will consider all nominations at its February 1-2 meeting and will formally submit selected nominees to the Governor’s office.
